HABU updates -  
As many of you know, I have been really hav-
ing fun with the Park Zone HABU EDF jet.  I 
wanted to share with many of the friends 
here that I donôt see often as I am generally 
around the field on weekend mornings.  First 
I want to say that the more I fly this bird the 
more I like it.  Clean lines, clean sharp flight 
characteristics, speedy yet great slow speed 
flight and landing as well as a 3D ship.  So 
whatôs new? Well I removed the Y and wend 
direct on both ailerons to give me flaperons 
and at 20 ï 25 degrees it lands like a trainer 
when you want to play and use ½ the tarmac 
instead of all of it.  I found the E-Flite tricycle 
electric retracts and the XPS mounting kit 
and the look in-flight of the clean profile is 
very nice.  Now for power I have experiment-
ed so far with the Shulman Fury fan with 
3600KV motor and 5 blade impeller as well 
as the Hoffman Magnetics and 4880KV 4 
blade impeller.  So far the stock DL15 / 
3200KV 5 blade has the best performance 
and flight times.  Next tests are going to be 
an NEU 1112/1.5D motor into a WemoTec 
fan and a 3600KV E flite motor into a TAMjet 
fan.  The aircraft is pretty zippy and I am 
pleased with the weight and speed and espe-
cially the retracts, but I am looking for some 
vertical performance, so more news later.

LANDINGS: Touch -and-Go or 
Bounce -and-Go? 
By Glynn Mount 

 
ñTouch-and-Goò is a great way to prac-
tice landings. Itôs a sure way to rapidly 
improve your technique. Even the best 
of us, however, will bring one down a 
little too hard once in a while, and the 
inevitable result will be a bounce. 
 
The size of said bounce will be in direct 
proportion to how enthusiastically your 
airplane meets the runway. If unattend-
ed, of course, the first bounce will be 
followed by a second, and if the second 
bounce doesnôt break your propeller, 
you might be lucky to dribble to a stop 
before running off of the runway. 
 
This type of landing often will bring an 
enthusiastic response from the critics 
sitting on the sidelines. 
 
There are however, a couple of ways 
you could recover from a bad bounce 
and keep your dignity intact. One is to 

maintain ñfull back pressureò on the stick 
(i.e. full up elevator) in the hopes that there 
is enough flying speed to cushion the se-
cond bounce. If the bounce is more of a 
high-speed skip, this method works well. 
The second method is to immediately ap-
ply power and return to level flight. 
 
Iôve tried both methods, and a ñbounce-
and-goò with quick application of power will 
usually result in a more positive recovery 
from a bad bounce. If performed with fi-
nesse, you might even make it look as 
though you did it on purpose. 
 
The best landing procedure is to hold the 
aircraft off the deck a foot high with idle 
power and try ñnot to land.ò The airplane 
will slow and ñsink inò in spite of you, giving 
you a smooth transition from air to ground. 
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
